LET'S MAKE PRAYER FEATHERS!
   

What are they?
 
Prayer feathers are decorations Native American peoples put onto a favorite tree. It is [image: image2.jpg]


a sort of spirit bundle which hangs from a tree and blows in the wind.  When the wind blows, the feathers, the prayer is repeated to the spirit world. 

A prayer feather is composed of three feathers, often bright colored, but that is to individual tastes.  The feathers invoke the higher world of heaven and the feathered creatures.  A prayer feather is bound with sinew or leather thong which represents the world of the four footed creatures.  Usually such things are decorated with crystals, stones or beads which represent the earth.  This is all tied together and hung from the limb of a favorite tree.  Colors used are sometimes symbolic - blue for peace, green for prosperity or whatever other colors may be symbolic to the maker of the charm.  After a prayer feather is assembled, it is customary to say a prayer concerning the intention of the bundle and then to later hang it where one can frequently observe it.  When well made, they are pretty - a bit of color hanging from the limb of a favorite tree. 
What I will provide and things you might want to bring:

I will provide feathers of assorted colors.  These would be the bright colored feathers one gets at places like Michaels.  You are free to bring your own feathers. Maybe you have pet birds whose feathers you wish to use, or feathers you have collected on outings. 

I will provide sinew, leather thong and colored ribbons for this project. I have a limited quantity of beads which could be used.  You may prefer to bring your own beads if you want something fancy.  Or you might purchase some of the stones and crystals available for sale in the shop at The Spirit Quest Center which might be appropriate to this use.  Crystals look very lovely when incorporated into prayer feathers.
